His most controversial book, Nonzero: The
Logic of Human Destiny, put forth the theory that human evolution
and the history of civilization contain within them an in evitable
trend toward more and more win-win nonzero game exchanges
between people and groups that has led humans to dominate the
planet. In his new book, The Evolution of God, Wright reveals his
new theory about the power of globalization and cultural integration.
