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The rise of  Islamic radicalism has caused many people to blame Islam in particular, and religion in 
general, for the rise of  modern terrorism. Historically, religion, and specifically Christianity, seem to 

have produced persecution and bloodshed. But is this a fair characterization?

Is belief  in God a menace to civilization, as the new atheists contend? 
Would a secular world be a more rational, peaceful, and decent world?
